Welcome to the next BRC Trail ride
	The ride base for this approximately 2 and a half hour trail ride along the Wamboin greenways is Ryans Road, Wamboin. Coming from Bungendore, take Bungendore Road towards the Federal Highway, travel about 8 km and turn left into Norton Road then travel approximately 4 km along Norton Rd and turn left into Ryans Rd. There is parking in the roundabout and along the verge on the dirt part of Ryans Rd. There is an easy place to turn around at the intersection of Ryans Rd and Wirreanda Rd. 
We will ride out at 9.30am sharp. The ride will be along the greenways to Contentious Character winery for lunch. This will take approximately 2 hours. We will ride at an easy pace (walk) suitable for nervous riders. There is some road verge riding so horses should be OK with traffic. The winery will provide some water for the horses but if it is a hot day please bring extra water (including for yourself!).  
After lunch at the winery we will head back to the floats via Wirreanda Rd which is a very quiet dirt road. This part of the trip takes only about 20 minutes.
The track can be hard underfoot so shoes or boots are recommended for horses. Please bring money to pay for lunch.
Registration is via the BRC website. Numbers are limited so please register asap to secure a place. Registration closes 10 January 2018. Please ensure you have renewed your BRC membership for 2018 via the website before registering.
